A Banner for EOPDS

...the Inside Scoop!
By Diana Trafford

Of course it was great fun, but neither of us was
sorry to see the end of a project that required so
much careful planning and intricate crafting.
Here is a rundown of the many steps involved,
based ordune Pelot’'sdiary, of producing the
club banner.

January 12. Steph finished the full-size pattern
for the EOPDS banner. What a monster! She
should be favourite child for at least a week.
(June’s daughter Steph, a graphic designer, took
all the elements of the logo and arranged them
for maximum effect within the banner
dimensions, approximately 6 feet wide by 2%
feet high.)

January 15.Had a planning session. June is
keen on using the traditional blue and yellow
club colours.

January 16.June checked her sewing stash for
fabric that might do for the banner. Found some
suitable heavy material in yellow and deep red.
She cut a large rectangle about 6 feet by 2% feet
from the yellow cloth. Diana then traced the
paper pattern onto the yellow fabric.

January 17.Had procedural discussions. How
the dickens were we going to actually do this?
We decided to start with the acronym, making
the big EOPDS letters from the wine red
material. That part was settled.

Meanwhile, we were scratching our heads trying
to come up with a way to reproduce the full club
name. Can you imagine how much time it would
take to appliqué 34 letters? Scratch that idea!

Diana thought commercial embroidery might be
the answer. Time for a phone call to consult
Mary Mulligan . Our president suggested we
contact the SAM Group, specialists in
embroidery for clubs. If we could get a
reasonable price quotation, the club would pay
for this. (The final cost with taxes was just under
$85.)
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January 20.We went to see the SAM Group on
Colonnade Road. They were extremely helpful.
They figured they could do large enough

lettering if we gave them five separate strips of
fabric, one for each word of our name. We got
the green light from Mary and the order went
ahead on January 30. We could start work on the
other elements.

January 24. Diana was hard at work on the
EOPDS acronym. She marked the outline of the
letters on iron-on fabric stiffener, and attached
the cut-out letters to the wine red cloth. This
held the letters together for the final cutting and
trimming.

February 26. June sewed the red letters onto the
yellow cloth, and bound the edges in zigzag
stitches. Wow! It's beginning to look like a
banner!

Diana cut the yellow strips, and delivered them
to the SAM Group. We picked up the finished
lettering a week later. The deep vibrant blue is a
knockout against the yellow background. Then
we did more measuring to be sure the strips
would be accurately placed. Worse than a
dressage test for sure!

March 2. June measured once again, and
finished sewing on the yellow strips. But she can
be a little mischievous! We nearly had a banner
reading “Eastern Ontario Pleasure Society.”

March 7. Diana traced the horse head and wheel
logo onto the banner. We adopted June’s idea
that hand embroidery was the best technique for
this element. We chose black for the horse and
wine red for the wheel. We each did one entire
colour.

April 3. The embroidery is finished at last!
Good thing we never stopped to count the
number of stitches! June found white linen for
the backing in her sewing stash. Also a blue
denim for the edges.

April 4. At last we reached the final assembly
stage. June was a whirlwind of activity as she
pinned the banner and the lining to hold it in

place and sewed on the blue denim border. She
added pockets top and bottom for hanging rods,
and velcro for attaching the banner to the front
of a table so that the banner can be conveniently
displayed at club events.

April 5. Finished at last! And in time for the
April 8 AGM! The dark blue border is the
crowning touch, a strong frame that makes the
banner truly striking.

Clinic

Through many years of trial and error in turning
out harness for the show ring, she has found and
recommended the products that work best for
her.

Beaverwood Driving Clinic
By Nadja Davidson

Background
There is gold to be found on the third line of

Erin.

Kirsten Brunner is an 8-time grand champion
single horse at Walnut Hill, 6-time lady
champion to drive at Walnut Hill, Jan 2002
ranked world’s top 6 driver by the IEF, gold
medalist at the North American pleasure driving
championships, top 3 finishes at the combined
driving single horse championships, CEF
multiple awards of merit, certified coach and
examiner, and graduate of Seneca College’s
harness horse industry operations.

Kirsten was also1997 and 2002 Canadian
Driving Team Member, placing top 20 and top
10 at both world pair driving championships in
Reisenbeck, Germany, and world single horse
championships in Conty, France. This was
accomplished with a homebred mare she raised
as a foal, trained and won with (Beaverwoods
Birchley, al5.1hh Welsh Cob Sec.DxSTB).

Safety, Harness Fitting & Long Lining

This young woman gave a driving clinic to 25
individuals and had them in a carriage driving
on the second day.

The first thing on the agenda was the
information required to keep both driver and
equines safe.

Next, the terminology describing the parts of the
harness, and the correct sequence of application
and fitting.

| was grateful she explained WHY the harness
fitted the way it did. It was easier to remember
how to adjust the different pieces. It is one thing
to put a harness on that belongs and fits a
particular horse, but trying and adjusting a
harness properly from scratch is another matter.

This information is crucial to a person interested
in purchasing harness for their horse, pony or
donkey. Then we learned the sequence of
removing the harness. Things could get exciting
if this is done incorrectly and the pony escapes.

Next came learning how to hold the reins!!!!

This was harder to get than most of us expected.
We were to practice until picking up the reins
was second nature to us. Combined with this, we
were to hold a whip at the 11 o’clock position.

Long lining the horses and ponies came after
this. We were in teams so one person would
“head” the horse while another would pick up
the reins from the present driver. This taught us
to direct the horse without a cart.

Patient Horses and Ponies

There were approximately 10 horses and ponies
in the ring at the same time with us amateurs
trying to direct them through cones: Pilot, a
Newfoundland pony, 10hh Starlight, Puffyn,
Kauri, Hanna, Topaz, Countess (a Fell pony),
Gracie (a very pregnant Standardbred ) and
Astilby did their best to train us.

Most of Kirsten’s horses and ponies are Welsh
and Welsh crosses. At the end of the first day,
Kirsten gave us a diving demo with Astilby. She
did lead changes at the CANTER in the carriage.
The arena is a beautiful 200x80 with lots of

light. All participants had lots of room to safely
direct their ponies.

Harnessing, Carriages & Driving

Day 2 started with an evaluation of harness
brought in. Then she discussed the suitability of
horse-drawn carts. Rubber tires versus wooden
wheels. A discussion about 2- and 4-wheel
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vehicles and suitability to individual horse and
pony. We then proceeded to harness up
(everyone had the opportunity to harness and
unharness the horses), more work practicing
holding the reins and whip, and every person
long lined different horses and ponies.

Kirsten and her assistants then helped us hook
up the carriages (several different types) and
with them driving first, then allowing us to

drive. | had the opportunity to drive three
different animals. Much to my horror, | realized
that while concentrating so hard to hold the reins
properly, | held the whip at a perfect 11 o’clock
positionunder Hanna's tail. It is a credit to
Kirsten’s well-trained horses that they tolerated
these many faux pas.

With good humour and encouragement, Kirsten
corrected us and kept all 25 of us under control.
What a feat.

At the end of the afternoon, all the horses were
unhitched and returned to their stalls. Kirsten
then hitched a pony to the marathon cart to
demonstrate how exciting combined driving
could be. This clinic will be instrumental in
keeping us alive. We now know what we do not
know.
