My three-part lesson: If you don’t put the lock
pin in the trailer jack before you crank it, you
can get into a bit of difficulty with a leaning
jack; club members are very helpful in getting
you out of difficulty with a leaning jack; and
club members are not nearly as sharky as a
spouse when they call out, “No, go forward,
NOT backward” to solve the problem of a
leaning jack.

Other lesson — double knot is better than single
knot in securing a horse as some horses are
cleverer than others in untying a single knot.
(not me THIS time — | had already learned that
lesson the hard way).

All the horses did remarkably well given the
bugs and that it was the beginning of the driving
season. Fortunately, the bugs had their fill by the
time we broke for lunch and we were able to eat
and chat in comfort.

All'in all, the joint drive went well, and we will
likely repeat the experiment in the future.

RCMP Breeding Farm Tour

Over the past year, EOPDS has been treated to a
three-part overview of the equine activities of
the RCMP.

First, Riding Master Bill Stewart spoke at the
2010 AGM about the driving element of the
Force, complete with a fabulous PowerPoint
presentation of their many mounted escorts over
the years, driving dignitaries such as King
George VI and Queen Elizabeth through to
Nelson Mandela. Part two was a tour last fall of
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the Riding Stable in Ottawa where we saw the
Musical Ride horses who were home from
touring, the school horses used to train the new
recruits, and the youngsters in training as
potential Ride horses.

And then, on May 26, we were treated to Part
three — a tour of the RCMP breeding farm at
Pakenham. Farm Manager John Phillips showed
approximately 25 members and guests around
the farm, which is where the future Musical Ride
horses get their start.

We toured the extensive barn facilities,
including the indoor arena and quarantine area,
and then we saw the wonderful young RCMP
horses, grouped according to age, out enjoying
life frolicking in their paddocks and fields.

On site this year the breeding farm has 25
broodmares, 16 foals, 17 yearlings, 17 two-year-
olds and 14 three-year-olds. It is a sea of almost
all black horses with the occasional chestnut or
other colour thrown in for good measure.

We met the three licensed Hanoverian stallions —
Dubai, Lomber and High Spirits — all imported
from Germany, which is where many of the
broodmares hail from as well. The mares are
also from Canada and from the RCMP’s own
breeding program. All breeding is done by Al,
none by live cover due to the value of the
stallions.

The summer the youngsters turn three, they
move to the Riding School in Ottawa to begin
training as potential Musical Ride horses. Those
without the size, colour or disposition for the
Ride are offered for sale at the RCMP
Foundation Horse Auction, which is held every
other year. The sale this fall will be held on
October 1 in Ottawa. For more information on
this year’s auction, check out

It was a most interesting visit and we appreciate
John Phillips giving up an evening to return to
work to provide us with an insight into the
Force’s breeding operation. We are grateful as
well to Sergeant Major Stewart for his role in
Parts one and two of our introduction to the
