Perspective

For the last few years, | have listened to EOPDS
members talking about the Walnut Hill Pleasure
Driving Show, and read in the newsletter how
well EOPDS members had placed. This year, |
had the opportunity to go d®rry Olmstead’s
groom. This was Terry’s first year showing at
Walnut Hill and the first time | have ever served
as a groom.

Arrival

Terry, her husbanBandy, and | arrived at

Walnut Hill a couple of days before the show
started. This allowed everyone to settle in and

get the equipment unpacked. We set up a gazebo
next to the Mulligan’s gazebo. We unpacked a
table and chairs and effectively created a work
area for harness as well as an area to relax and
socialize.

Feu, Terry’'s Canadian horse, had a chance to get
acclimatized to a new environment, an important
consideration since this was all new to him. Feu
enjoyed seeing his pal, Irish Thorn, Mary’s

horse. It also gave us a chance to wander around
the grounds and have a close-up of the cross-
country course as well as visit the vendors.

The next day Terry rode Feu over to the cross-
country course. It was the only opportunity
before the show started for Feu to be introduced
to sights he had never seen before, such as a
huge wooden carousel positioned near a water
obstacle. The water obstacle alone would have
been scary. Terry got him through the water and
rode him back and forth a few times until he was
comfortable. Since Terry's first class was on the
Thursday, we were able to spend some time
watching the show on Wednesday.

Arriving early also gave us extra time to get
everything ready for Feu’s class on Thursday.
When you are riding at a show, you have the
horse, the saddle and bridle to get ready.
Everyone who drives knows how much extra
cleaning is involved in cleaning harness as well
as the carriage.

Behind the Scenes

| had taken the EOPDS harness cleaning clinic
earlier in the summer, and | certainly used my
new knowledge. Showing at this level, the
harness needed to be clean as well as polished so
that it really stands out. Terry and | polished and
buffed all the leather until it gleamed. Every

piece of brass was cleaned not just on the
harness but also on the carriage which Randy

had washed.

As in any horse environment, Feu’s stall was
cleaned on a regular basis, and either Terry,
Randy or | would take Feu out to hand walk
him. We all hated leaving Feu at the end of the
day when it was time to go back to the hotel.
With so many members of EOPDS in our
section, Feu frequently got an early flake of hay
from Mary or Maney, or a late flake froBiana
Trafford who had arrived with her two grooms.

The Show Begins

Terry's first class Thursday morning was the
Lady/Single Horse/Vehicle other
than/Progressive Obstacle. Before being
harnessed, Feu was groomed until he shone.
Once he was harnessed and put to the carriage,
all the leather was checked to make sure no
fingerprints marred the surface. The carriage
was also checked to make sure everything was
perfect. Of course, we all made sure the driver,
Terry, passed inspection, but she was always
impeccably turned out. Fortunately, she wasn't
wearing any brass jewellery or she might have
been buffed as well.

Terry was able to walk the course, but only if
she had a driver in the carriage holding the
reins.Barry Beach was concerned that she

didn’t have anyone to take the reins since Randy
doesn’t drive. Terry assured Barry we were
covered on that point, and | got to sit in the
carriage and hold the reins. Though | generally
drive a Shetland Pony, quite a bit smaller than
Feu, he is a wonderful horse and when Terry
parks him, he stays parked.

More Behind the Scenes

Terry’s next class was the cross-country. In
preparation, all harness and brass were again
thoroughly cleaned and polished. Randy was to
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accompany Terry on the cross-country and, that
item that always gets forgotten at home, turned
out to be Randy’s shirt. While you could buy
horse-related items at Walnut Hill, shirts were
harder to find. Fortunately, lan was able to loan
one to Randy. Terry and Randy were a very
handsome couple as they set out for their class.
Thanks to Terry’s preparation with Feu earlier in
the week, they went clear on the cross-country.

After the cross-country course, Feu had to be
bathed and the harness and carriage received a
rigorous cleaning because of stains left from the
water obstacle. Terry’s third class of the day was
the Lady/Single Horse Vehicle other
than/Reinsmanship.

With three classes in one day, there wasn't time
to see any other classes. It really didn’t matter
because you were in the middle of the show.
You saw all of the horses being exercised, all of
the carriages being cleaned. You were able to
chat with some of the other participants, and
where possible, you tried to get a chance to see
fellow EOPDS members in the ring. Being able
to borrow lan’s golf cart helped us get up to the
ring and back in a hurry.

Break Day
Friday was an easier day since Terry and Feu

were not competing until Saturday afternoon.
Terry took Feu for a drive around the grounds,
thankfully in his marathon harness rather than
his show harness. We were able to relax a bit
while Terry and | cleaned the harness, and
Randy looked after the carriage. Feu was hand-
walked a few times, and was visibly relaxed and
accustomed to all the activity around him.

Travelling with a Canadian was quite funny.
Visitors would ask what kind of a horse he was,
and when we replied a Canadian, the visitor
would respond, “But we want to know his breed
not the country of origin.”

Picture Perfect

Saturday afternoon, Terry showed in the Single
Horse/Vehicle other than/ Pleasure Turnout.
Because this was a pleasure turnout class, we
were even more particular getting the horse,
harness and carriage ready. Everything was

buffed and polished to perfection, right down to
Terry’s shoes which never got to touch the
ground. It was becoming a reflex to check, and
double-check, for fingerprints or smudges on the
leather to make sure Feu was as handsome as
possible, and the brass shone to perfection. The
end result was picture perfect.

Groom'’s Perspective

From a groom’s perspective, going to a show at
the Walnut Hill level is a lot of work. But you
are not working alone. Terry and Randy did as
much if not more than | did. Most people don't
place in their first few shows at Walnut Hill.
Terry placed B in progressive cones, went clear
in cross-country, placed"én reinsmanship, and
placed in the top 9 out of 17 in turnout.

As a groom, you are very much a part of the
action but without the stress of competing. |
learned a lot just by watching. | had the chance
to meet and socialize with other competitors,
such agan and Mary Mulligan, Maney

McNeil, Diana Trafford, Kristen Brunner,

Jeff Koehler and Jordan Alma.
